The Federation of Small Businesses reacted warmly to the announcement by the Chancellor of the Exchequer, Gordon Brown, that the Local Better Regulation Office (LBRO) is to be launched ahead of schedule this year rather than in 2009. 


The LBRO is designed to lighten the regulatory load on business by making sure that enforcement is taken at a uniform level across all local authorities and is based on risk.


The FSB’s survey “Lifting the Barriers to Growth 2006” revealed that 53% of members are either dissatisfied or very dissatisfied with the volume of regulation, 52% are either dissatisfied or very dissatisfied with the complexity of regulation. 


FSB believes that LBRO can therefore help reflect the hard times that businesses have with over-bearing regulation and enforcement.

Britain’s businesses have generally welcomed the publication of Lord Davidson QC’s final report on the implementation of European legislation in the UK and have been pleased to see practical steps to improve EU laws on waste and insurance mediation were recommended. 


However, there was disappointment that the Davidson Review did not recommend the creation of an independent body to monitor the process by which EU directives are transposed into UK law. In addition, the FSB believes there should be much more political oversight of the whole process so that MPs and MEPs can be held accountable when things go wrong.





Recommendations on improving UK laws originating in the EU do not go far enough and small businesses could still face unnecessary administrative burdens as a result.
