The Federation of Small Businesses (FSB) urged the Competition Commission to be thorough and inclusive in its evaluation of supermarkets, following the announcement of its ‘initial thinking’.


Alleged abuses of the planning system, the accumulation of land banks, below-cost selling and the treatment of suppliers are all damaging the fortunes of independent retailers and must be addressed. The UK’s biggest business organisation said that many businesses and suppliers are afraid to speak out because they could lose essential trade. The FSB welcomed the Competition Commission’s pledge to examine competition at local levels, but warned that it should not shy away from tough measures if they find that competition is unfair or that planning laws are being broken. “We have serious concerns about reports of blatant abuses of the planning system by supermarkets, which the Competition Commission has failed to address in numerous inquiries in the past was bound to arise.

Britain’s businesses have generally welcomed the publication of Lord Davidson QC’s final report on the implementation of European legislation in the UK and have been pleased to see practical steps to improve EU laws on waste and insurance mediation were recommended. 


However, there was disappointment that the Davidson Review did not recommend the creation of an independent body to monitor the process by which EU directives are transposed into UK law. In addition, the FSB believes there should be much more political oversight of the whole process so that MPs and MEPs can be held accountable when things go wrong.





Recommendations on improving UK laws originating in the EU do not go far enough and small businesses could still face unnecessary administrative burdens as a result.
